The old synagogue of Dubrovnik is the oldest Sephagaiagogue in the
world. The synagogue was built in Baroque style in tHeckhtury. It is

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In conclusion, although the Jewish population hasaliy disappeared
from Croatia, due to the efforts of the Croatian governinand a few
dedicated people, Jewish history will be preserved in thi¢ bezsutiful city
of Dubrovnik.
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
